Ebed-Melech Rescues Jeremiah — Jeremiah 38:7-13 

7 Now Ebed-Melech the Ethiopian, one of the eunuchs, who was in the king’s house, heard 

that they had put Jeremiah in the dungeon. When the king was sitting at the Gate of Benjamin, 
8 Ebed-Melech went out of the king’s house and spoke to the king, saying:  
9 “My lord the king, these men have done evil in all that they have done to Jeremiah the proph-

et, whom they have cast into the dungeon, and he is likely to die from hunger in the place 

where he is. For there is no more bread in the city.”  
10 Then the king commanded Ebed-Melech the Ethiopian, saying, “Take from here thirty men 

with you, and lift Jeremiah the prophet out of the dungeon before he dies.”  
11 So Ebed-Melech took the men with him and went into the house of the king under the treas-

ury, and took from there old clothes and old rags, and let them down by ropes into the dun-

geon to Jeremiah.

Jerusalem is Captured — Jeremiah 39:1-10 

1 In the ninth year of Zedekiah king of Judah, in the tenth month, came Nebuchadrezzar king 

of Babylon and all his army against Jerusalem, and they besieged it. 
2 And in the eleventh year of Zedekiah, in the fourth month, the ninth day of the month, the city 

was broken up. 
3 And all the princes of the king of Babylon came in, and sat in the middle gate, even Ner-

galsharezer, Samgarnebo, Sarsechim, Rabsaris, Nergalsharezer, Rabmag, with all the residue 

of the princes of the king of Babylon. 
4 And it came to pass, that when Zedekiah the king of Judah saw them, and all the men of war, 

then they fled, and went forth out of the city by night, by the way of the king's garden, by the 

gate betwixt the two walls: and he went out the way of the plain. 
5 But the Chaldeans' army pursued after them, and overtook Zedekiah in the plains of Jericho: 

and when they had taken him, they brought him up to Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon to 

Riblah in the land of Hamath, where he gave judgment upon him.
